BEAUSOLEIL-GIROUX FAMILY LINE (FL7033)

1 Overview of this Document

This Verified Métis Family Line Assessment Document, along with others, has been prepared by the MNO
Registry in order to identify Métis families who were a part of Historic Métis Communities in Ontario.!
These communities existed in some parts of Ontario where distinctive Métis collectives developed their
own customs, way of life, and recognizable group identity separate from their First Nation and European
forebearers, prior to the Crown effecting political and legal control in a given region.

The MNO represents various regional rights-bearing Métis communities throughout Ontario; these
communities consist of the Descendants of the Métis Root Ancestors who made up Historic Métis
Communities. Based on the Descendants of these Métis Root Ancestors applying for citizenship within the
MNO, the MNO is authorized—through democratic governance structures at the local, regional and
provincial levels—to represent the collectively-held rights, interests and claims of these modern-day
Métis communities.

Flowing from this authorization, the MNO has adopted a Harvesting Policy to manage the activities of
Métis harvesters in Ontario. This Policy provides that an MNO citizen who ancestrally connects to a Métis
Root Ancestor is eligible for an MNO Harvester’s Card for the identified Traditional Harvesting Territories
(also known as Harvesting Areas) that correspond to the Historic Métis Community to which the citizen’s
Root Ancestor belonged. To fully understand what is required in order to be issued a Harvester’s Card,
this Verified Métis Family Line Assessment Document must be read with the MNO Registry Policy for
Identifying and Documenting Verified Métis Family Lines for the Purposes of Issuing Harvesters Certificates
to Citizens (“MNO Harvesters Certificate Policy”).

2 Rationale for Inclusion as Verified Métis Family Line

The Beausoleil-Giroux family was part of the Historic Métis Community of Georgian Bay (the “Métis
Community”).

The Métis Root Ancestor for this family is Alexis Beausoleil. He was born in Penetanguishene around 1821.
This places the Métis Root Ancestor in the Métis Community about forty years prior to Effective Control.

The Métis Root Ancestor was also a Documented Métis, as he was a signatory to the Penetanguishene
Halfbreed Petition alongside members of the Longlade (FL7024), Labatte (FL7018), Trudeau-
Papanaatyhianencoe (FL7026), Vasseur-Longlade (FL7013), Giroux-St. Onge (FL7032), and Payette-
DeValley (FL7011) Verified Métis Family Lines, many of whom the Beausoleil-Giroux family becomes

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connected to through Kinship Connections. In addition, many of the Métis Root Ancestor Descendants
were identified as Métis in the historic records: two of Alexis’ sons, 15 of his grandchildren, and 13 of his
great-grandchildren were Documented Métis.

The Historic Records demonstrate that the Beausoleil-Giroux family was part of the Métis Community, as
they are repeatedly documented there and have numerous kinship connections to other Verified Métis
Family Lines that were part of the Métis Community. The Métis Root Ancestor married Olive Giroux in
1845 and they had eight known children, all born in Penetanguishene between 1846 and 1864. Many of
their children married into other Verified Métis Family Lines in Penetanguishene. For instance, a daughter
of the Métis Root Ancestor, Adele Beausoleil, married Francis Boucher of the Delaronde Verified Métis
Family Line (FL7004) in Penetanguishene in 1866. Another daughter of the Métis Root Ancestor, Olive
Beausoleil, married Isidore Dusome of the Dusome-Clermont Verified Métis Family Line (FL7023), also in
Penetanguishene and witnesses the marriages of other members of the Dusome-Clermont Verified Métis
Family Line (FL7023). One of the Métis Root Ancestor’s sons, Charles Beausoleil, married Catherine
Brissette of the Gendron-Hallio Verified Métis Family Line (FL7003) in 1884, and another son of the Métis
Root Ancestor, Antoine Beausoleil, married Josephine Precourt of the Longlade Verified Métis Family Line
(FL7024) in 1885.

Numerous grandchildren of the Métis Root Ancestor are documented in Tiny Township, Perry Sound, and
Penetanguishene. For instance, one granddaughter of the Métis Root Ancestor, Marie Sophie Secord, was
born in Tiny Township around 1870, married Alexander Longlade of the Longlade Verified Métis Family
Line (FL7024) in Penetanguishene and died in Penetanguishene in 1909. A grandson of the Métis Root
Ancestor, Alexandre Second, was born in 1875 in Penetanguishene, and married a Descendant of the
Dusome-Clermont Verified Métis Family Line (FL7024) in 1898. In 1901, Alexandre was recorded in Tiny
Township, and in 1911 was enumerated on the Census of Canada in Parry Sound. Many of Marie Sophie
and Alexandre’s siblings have similar histories —born in Penetanguishene, married there, often to another
Métis Root Ancestor Descendant of another Verified Métis Family Line, and were repeatedly documented
within the Métis Community throughout their lifetime. Other branches of the Beausoleil-Giroux family
are similar. For instance, Francois Beausoleil Giroux, a grandson of the Métis Root Ancestor, was born in
Pentanguishene in 1878. His marriage was witnessed by Elenore Dusome of the Dusome-Clermont
Verified Métis Family Line (FL7023), and he was enumerated with his wife and children in Tiny Township
in 1921. Francois’ sister, Root Ancestor Descendant Victoria Beausoleil Giroux was born around 1878 in
Penetanguishene and her godmother was Adelaide Precourt of the Longlade Verified Métis Family Line
(FL7024). She married in Penetanguishene in 1898, to Paul Dusome of the Dusome-Clermont Verified
Métis Family Line (FL7023). In 1901, Victoria and her husband were enumerated in Tiny Township with
two of their children, and Victoria died in 1921 in Pentanguishene.

Great-grandchildren of the Métis Root Ancestor are also repeated documented in the Métis Community.
For example, Louis Longlade, a great-grandson of the Métis Root Ancestor, was baptized in
Penetanguishene in 1887 with two Root Ancestor Descendants of the Longlade (FL7024) and Solomon
(FL7027) Verified Métis Family Lines as his godparents. In 1912, he married Marie Alma Forget of the
Dusome-Clermont Verified Métis Family Line (FL7023) in Byng Inlet. Another great-grandson of the Métis
Root Ancestor was recorded on the Census of Canada in Tiny Township in 1901 and married Albina Meyer
of the Longlade (FL7024) and Dusome-Clermont (FL7023) Verified Métis Family Lines in Penetanguishene
in 1922. A great-granddaughter of the Métis Root Ancestor, Marie Delina Dusome, was born in Tiny in
1901 and was enumerated on the Census of Canada for the same year as “French B”. Her brother, William
Dusome, was born in 1902 in Penetanguishene, and married there in 1935 to Isabelle Dusome of the
Dusome-Clermont Verified Métis Family Line (FL7023).

This is a Verified Métis Family Line for the following reasons:
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There is evidence that the Métis Root Ancestor and Root Ancestors Descendants in this family line
were Documented Métis, through the 1840 Petition of Penetanguishene “half Breeds,” and the
1901 Census of Canada which enumerated numerous Métis Root Ancestor Descendants as
“French B” or “O.B.”.

There is evidence that the Métis Root Ancestor Descendants had Kinship Connections to at least
twelve other Verified Métis Family Lines through marriage, witnessing, and godparenting
relationships including the Brissette-L'Hirondelle (FL7001), Gendron-Hallio (FL7003), Delaronde
(FL7004), Vasseur-Longlade (FL7013), Laramee-Cloutier (FL7014), Berger-Beaudoin (FL7015),
Cadieux-Evans (FL7016), Dusome-Clermont (FL7023), Longlade (FL7024), Trudeau-
Papanaatyhianencoe (FL7026), Solomon (FL7027), and Giroux-St. Onge (FL7032) Verified Métis
Family Lines.

There is evidence that the Métis Root Ancestors and Root Ancestor Descendants were in the Métis
Community prior to Effective Control.

Through the Historic Records contained in the Supporting Documents, there is evidence that the
Métis Root Ancestor and Root Ancestor Descendants had an ongoing presence in the Métis
Community for successive generations (between the Métis Root Ancestor and their Descendants,
this documented presence spanned about 115 years).

This Verified Métis Family Line continues to have an ongoing presence within this Métis
Community today with many MNO citizens ancestrally connecting to the identified Métis Root

Ancestors.

3 Background on Verified Métis Family Line

Métis Root Ancestor Alexis Beausoleil was born in Penetanguishene around 1821.2 He signed the 1840
Penetanguishene Halfbreed Petition alongside members of the Longlade (FL7024), Labatte (FL7018),
Trudeau-Papanaatyhianencoe (FL7026), Vasseur-Longlade (FL7013), Giroux-St. Onge (FL7032), and
Payette-DeValley (FL7011) Verified Métis Family Lines.? In 1845, Alexis married Olive Giroux, who was
born around 1823 in Montreal.* Between 1846 and 1864, Alexis and Olive had eight children together,
all born in Penetanguishene: Sophie, Adele, Cecilia, Alexander, Olive, Charles, William, and Antoine.®

The Beausoleil-Giroux family is connected to other Verified Métis Family Lines by marriage and other
kinship relationships, including Brissette-L’Hirondelle (FL7001), Gendron-Hallio (FL7003), Delaronde
(FL7004), Laramee-Cloutier (FL7014), Berger-Beaudoin (FL7015), Cadieux-Evans (FL7016), Dusome-
Clermont (FL7023), Longlade (FL7024), Trudeau-Papanaatyhianencoe (FL7026), Solomon (FL7027), and
Giroux-St. Onge (FL7032).

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5 Relevant References in Historic Record

Alexis Beausoleil (Métis Root Ancestor). Root Ancestor Alexis Beausoleil, a Documented Métis, was
born in Penetanguishene around 1821.% In 1840, Alexis signed a petition of Penetanguishene “half
breeds” requesting gifts from the Governor General.” Several other Verified Métis Family Line names
appear on the petition, including Root Ancestors and Descendants of the Longlade (FL7024), Trudeau-
Papanaatyhianencoe (FL7026), Payette-DeValley (FL7011), Labatte (FL7018), Vasseur-Longlade (FL7013)
and St. Onge (FL7020) Verified Métis Family Lines.?

Alexis married Olive Giroux in 1845.° They had eight known children born in Penetanguishene between
1846 and 1864: Sophie, Adele, Alex, Cecilia, Olive, Charles, William, and Antoine.® The family was
enumerated in the 1871 Census of Canada for Tay.?

Sophie Beausoleil (Daughter of Métis Root Ancestor). Sophie Beausoleil was born in Penetanguishene
in 1846.1% In 1863, Sophie witnessed the marriage of Joseph Cadieux of the Cadieux-Evans Verified Métis
Family Line (FL7016).3 In 1866, Sophie married Benjamin Secord in Penetanguishene, a marriage that
was witnessed by Andrew and Theophile Brissette of the Brissette-L’Hirondelle Verified Métis Family
Line (FL7001).%* Together, the couple had six known children between 1867 and 1883: Benjamin
Thomas, > Marie Sophie,® Alexandre,” Julienne,® Delia Marie,® and Philomene.?

Adele Beausoleil (Daughter of Métis Root Ancestor). Adele Beausoleil was born in 1848 in
Penetanguishene.?! In 1866, Adele married Francis Boucher of the Delaronde Verified Métis Family Line

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(FL7004) in Penetanguishene.? Their daughter, Adéline Boucher, was born in 1867 in
Penetanguishene.? Adele and her youngest known child, Henry, died in Tay in 1870.%

Cecilia Beausoleil (Daughter of Métis Root Ancestor). Cecilia Beausoleil was born between 1850 and
1856 in Penetanguishene.? In 1873, Cecilia married Benjamin Trudeau in Penetanguishene.?® She and
Benjamin had three children: Henriette,?” Francois,?® and Victoria.?® In 1881, Cecilia and her children
Francois and Victoria were enumerated in her brother’s house in the Census of Canada for Tiny.3% In
1890, Cecilia was re-married in Penetanguishene to Joseph Giroux.3! Together they had one child,
Joseph, who is enumerated with them on the 1891 Census of Canada for Tiny.3? Cecilia was enumerated
under her maiden name on the 1921 Census of Canada in Tiny Township, where she was listed as
widowed and living with her son-in-law Paul Dusome.??

Olive Beausoleil (Daughter of Métis Root Ancestor). Olive Beausoleil was born around 1854 in
Penetanguishene.3* In 1875, Olive married Isidore Dusome of the Dusome-Clermont Verified Métis
Family Line (FL7023) in Penetanguishene.? In the same year, she witnessed the marriages of both
Frederick Dusome and his sister Marie Dusome, of the Dusome-Clermont Verified Métis Family Line
(FL7023), in Penetanguishene.® Olive and Isidore were enumerated with their daughter, Philemon, in
the 1891 Census of Canada in Muskoka, Parry Sound, with Isidore working as a fisherman.” By 1901, the
family was back in Penetanguishene.3® In 1908, Olive became the godmother of Francois Longlade of the
Longlade (FL7024) and Dusome-Clermont (FL7023) Verified Métis Family Lines.3°

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Charles Beausoleil (Son of Métis Root Ancestor). Charles Beausoleil, a Documented Métis, was born
around 1856 in Penetanguishene.?’ In 1884, Charles married Catherine Brissette of the Gendron-Hallio
Verified Métis Family Line (FL7003).%! Charles was enumerated on the 1901 Census of Canada in Tiny
Township as “French B” (French Breed) with his wife and their eight children: Adele, Cecile, Lucie,
Catherine, Agatha, Celina, John, and Mary Julia.*? At this time, Charles worked as a tourist guide.* The
family was enumerated in Tiny Township on both the 1911 and 1921 censuses.** Charles died in
Penetanguishene in 1943.%

William Beausoleil (Son of Métis Root Ancestor). William Beausoleil, a Documented Métis, was born in
1861 in Penetanguishene.*® In 1882, William married Phoebe Celina Smith in Penetanguishene.*’ In
1887, following Phoebe’s death, William married Louise Michaud in Penetanguishene.*® William and
Louise had five children between 1890 and 1904: William,*° Marie Anne,*° Denis,*! Edna,*? Marie
Louise,>® and James Wilburn.>* In 1896, William Jr., Marie Anne, and Denis died in a house fire in
Penetanguishene.® On the 1901 Census of Canada, William was enumerated with a wife, ‘Mary’, along
with their children Edna and Marie Louise as “French B” (French Breed) in Tiny Township.>® He worked
as a tourist guide in the region at the time.>” William was enumerated on the 1921 Census of Canada in
Tiny Township with two of his children, Edna and James. 8

Antoine Beausoleil (Son of Métis Root Ancestor). Antoine Beausoleil was born around 1864 in
Penetanguishene.* In 1885, Antoine married Josephine Precourt of the Longlade Verified Métis Family
Line (FL7024).%° The marriage was witnessed by Catherine Boucher of the Delaronde Verified Métis
Family Line (FL7004).5! In 1901, Antoine and Josephine were enumerated on the Census of Canada for
Tiny with their five eldest known children: Philomene, Clement, Alexandre, Marie Ella May, and

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Francis.®? Antoine and Josephine had two more know children: Josephine (born around 1905) and
Isadore (born around 1908).%% Antoine died in Penetanguishene in 1936.%*

Benjamin Thomas Secord (Grandson of Métis Root Ancestor). Documented Métis Benjamin Thomas
Secord, son of Benjamin Secord and Sophie Beausoleil, was born around 1867 in Penetanguishene.® In
1891, Benjamin Thomas married Eleonore Giroux in Penetanguishene.® On the 1901 Census of Canada
for Tiny, Benjamin Thomas, Eleonore, and five of their children (Ella, Marie Eleonore (sometimes Nora),
Joseph Alexandre, Thomas, and Elenore) were enumerated as “French B” (French Breed).®” Benjamin
Thomas and Eleanore had six more children born between 1901 and 1914: Ella May, Peter, John,
Edmund, Eva, and Louis.?® In 1921, the family was enumerated on the Census of Canada for Parry
Sound.®

Marie Sophie Secord (Granddaughter of Métis Root Ancestor). Marie Sophie Secord, daughter of
Benjamin Secord and Sophie Beausoleil, was born in Tiny Township around 1870.7° In 1886 in
Penetanguishene, Marie Sophie married Alexander Longlade of the Longlade Verified Métis Family Line
(FL7024).7* She died in Penetanguishene in 1909.7

Alexandre Secord (Grandson of Métis Root Ancestor). Documented Métis Alexandre Secord, son of
Benjamin Secord and Sophie Beausoleil, was born in 1875 in Penetanguishene.”® In 1898 in
Penetanguishene, Alexandre married Elenore Dusome of the Dusome-Clermont Verified Métis Family
Line (FL7023).7* Louise Precourt of the Dusome-Clermont (FL7023) and Longlade (FL7024) Verified Métis
Family Lines witnessed the marriage.” In 1901, Alexandre and Elenore were enumerated on the Census
of Canada in Tiny Township as “French B” (French Breed) along with their daughter Rosanna Albina
(“Rosey”) Secord.”® In 1911, the family was enumerated in the Census of Canada for Parry Sound.”’

Delia Marie Secord (Granddaughter of Métis Root Ancestor). Documented Métis Delia Marie Secord,
daughter of Benjamin Secord and Sophie Beausoleil, was born in Tiny around 1879.7¢ In 1898, Delia
Marie married Charles Longlade of the Longlade Verified Métis Family Line (FL7024) in
Penetanguishene.” In 1901, Charles and Delia were enumerated on the Census of Canada in Tiny as

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“French B” (French Breed) with their two eldest children, Joseph and Joseph Arthur.® Delia Marie and
Charles had eight more children between 1902 and 1919: Joseph Isidore, Julia, Francois, Napoleon,
Alcime Joseph, Stanislas, Philomene, and Margaret.®! In the 1921 Census of Canada, the family was
enumerated in Penetanguishene.®?

Philoméne Secord (Granddaughter of Métis Root Ancestor). Philoméne Secord, daughter of Benjamin
Secord and Sophie Beausoleil, was born in 1883 in Tiny.®* She was baptised the same year in
Penetanguishene, with Isidore Dusome and Madeleine Dusome of the Dusome-Clermont Verified Métis
Family Line (FL7023) acting as her godparents.?*

Adeline Boucher (Granddaughter of Métis Root Ancestor). Documented Métis Adeline (sometimes
Delima) Boucher, daughter of Adele Beausoleil and Francis Boucher, was born in 1867 in
Penetanguishene.®® In 1886, she married Joseph Israel Dube.® They were enumerated on the 1891
Census of Canada in Penetanguishene with their one year old son, Israel.?” On the 1901 Census of
Canada, Adeline was enumerated in Wallbridge, Muskoka as “French B” (French Breed), and three of her

Francois Beausoleil Giroux, son of
Cecilia Beausoleil and Benjamin Trudeau,®® was born in Penetanguishene around 1878.% In 1899, he
