BEGG-SPENCE FAMILY LINE (FL1001)

1 Overview of this Document

This Verified Métis Family Line Assessment Document, along with others, have been prepared by the MNO
Registry in order to identify Métis families who were a part of Historic Métis Communities in Ontario.?
These communities existed in some parts of Ontario where distinctive Métis collectivities who, in addition
to their mixed Aboriginal ancestry, developed their own customs, way of life, and recognizable group
identity separate from their First Nation and European forebearers, prior to the Crown effecting political
and legal control in a given region.

The MNO represents various regional rights-bearing Métis communities throughout Ontario; these
communities consist of the Descendants of the Métis Root Ancestors who made up Historic Métis
Communities. Based on the Descendants of these Métis Root Ancestors applying for citizenship within
the MNO, the MNO is authorized—through democratic governance structures at the local, regional and
provincial levels—to represent the collectively-held rights, interests and claims of these modern-day
Métis communities.

Flowing from this authorization, the MNO has adopted a Harvesting Policy to manage the activities of
Métis harvesters in Ontario. This Policy provides that an MNO citizen who ancestrally connects to a Métis
Root Ancestor is eligible for an MNO Harvester’s Card for the identified Traditional Harvesting Territories
(also known as Harvesting Areas) that corresponds to the Historic Métis Community to which the citizen’s
Root Ancestor belonged. To fully understand what is required in order to be issued a Harvester’s Card,
this Verified Métis Family Line Assessment Document must be read with the MNO Registry Policy for
Identifying and Documenting Verified Métis Family Lines for the Purposes of Issuing Harvesters Certificates
to Citizens (“MNO Harvesters Certificate Policy”).

2 Rationale for Inclusion as Verified Métis Family Line

The Begg-Spence Family was a part of the Historic Métis Community of Northwestern Ontario/Treaty 3
(the “Métis Community”).

The Forebearers for this Verified Métis Family Line are married couple Charles Begg and Catherine Spence.
Charles was born on the Orkey Islands of Scotland, and emigrated to Canada to work for the Hudson’s Bay

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Company (HBC). He married Documented Métis Catherine Spence in Red River in 1844. Catherine acted
as an interpreter at the negotiations and signing of Treaty 3 in the North West Angle, Lake of the Woods.
She also received Métis Scrip-Manitoba Heads of Families.

The Métis Root Ancestors for this Verified Métis Family Line are the children of the Forebearers, born
between 1847 and 1871. The family was mobile between Red River and nearby locations in Manitoba,
and the Métis Commnunity.

The Historic Records demonstrate, however, that much of the family settled in the Métis Community, as
they are repeatedly documented there. Root Ancestor Duncan Begg was enumerated in the 1870 Census
for St. Clements, Manitoba, but at least one of his children, June Begg, was born in North West Angle,
Lake of the Woods in 1872. This is the earliest reference to the Root Ancestors in the Métis Community,
placing the family there eight years before Effective Control. June Begg later received Northwest
Halfbreeds Métis Scrip.

Duncan, like his mother Catherine, was an interpreter during the negotiations and signing of Treaty 3 in
the North West Angle. Duncan also worked for HBC, like his father, and was employed as an interpreter
and as a postmaster for the White Dog Post at Lac La Pluie from 1876 to 1886, before taking charge of
the North West Angle post, and eventually moving to Rainy River in the 1890s, though he still had a licence
to fish on Lake of the Woods in 1893 and 1894. Both Duncan and his wife claimed Manitoba Scrip-Heads
of Families, and their children applied for Northwest Halfbreeds Métis Scrip in 1901.

Duncan’s sister, Root Ancestor Margaret Begg, had five known children, two of who were born in North
West Angle. Margaret filed Northwest Halfbreeds Métis Scrip claims for each of her children, but these
claims were denied because the family lived in Ontario. Margaret herself received Northwest Halfbreeds
Métis Scrip. Another Root Ancestor, John George Begg, also filed claims for three of his children for
Northwest Halfbreeds Métis Scrip, which were also denied. In 1901, John George and five of his children
were enumerated as “Scotch S.B.” on the 1901 Census of Canada for Rat Portage.

A son of Root Ancestor Duncan Finalyson Begg, named James Rutherford Begg, marred in Rat Portage in
1891; he and his wife had 11 known children, all born in Kenora. He was recorded with his wife and four
of his children on the 1901 Census of Canada for Rat Portage, where the family was enumerated as “0.B.”
James lived in Kenora until his death in 1959.

Several Root Ancestor Descendants who were born in Islington (near Kenora) successfully claimed
Northwest Halfbreeds Métis Scrip in 1901 in Winnipeg. This included Mary Begg, John Robert Begg,
Edward Charles Begg, Flora Begg, and Jessie C. Begg.

In 1891, Duncan and Jane’s son William was working in Algoma as a trader. In the 1901 Census, Duncan
and Jane’s son James is enumerated as “S.B.”, and James’ children are identified as “O.B.” Duncan and
Jane’s daughter Flora is identified in the 1921 Census as “Scotch (Breed).” A son of Root Ancestor John
George Begg, named Aldophos Henry Begg, was born in Kenora in 1891, and was enumerated there as
“Scotch S.B.” in 1901. In 1914, he enlisted with the Canadian Expeditionary Force in Kenora.

The Begg-Spence family was part of the Métis Community through Kinship Connections to other Verified
Métis Family Lines. James Begg, a son of the Root Ancestors, married Jemima Muggaberg, a Root Ancestor
Descendant of the Sinclair-Swain Verified Métis Family Line (FL1019). The marriage of Root Ancestor
Descendant Charles Begg (jr) was witnessed by Nancy Linklater of the Linklater-Muskego Verified Métis
Family Line (FL1013) in Kenora in 1910. In addition, the Begg-Spence family lived in close proximity to
other Verified Métis Family Lines, as they are often enumerated on the same census pages, such as Root
Ancestors or Descendants of the Chatelaine (FL1004), Sinclair-Swain (FL1019), Linklater-Muskego
(FL1013), and Loutit (FL1015) Verified Métis Family Lines.
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This is a Verified Métis Family Line for the following reasons:

There is evidence that the Métis Root Ancestors and Root Ancestor Descendants are Documented
Métis. Many are identified in various ways as Métis in the Historic Record (i.e. the 1901 and 1921
Censuses). In addition, the Root Ancestors and their Descendants self-identified as Métis,
demonstrated through their applications for Manitoba Scrip-Heads of Families and Northwest
Halfbreeds Métis Scrip.

There is evidence that the Métis Root Ancestors and Root Ancestor Descendants are in the Métis
Community prior to Effective Control.

There is evidence that these Métis Root Ancestor Descendents have Kinship Connections to other
Verified Métis Family Line that made up the Métis Community, as well as living close proximity to
numerous Verified Métis Family Lines.

Through the Historic Records contained in the Supporting Documents, there is evidence that the
Métis Root Ancestors and Root Ancestor Descendants had an ongoing presence in the Métis
Community for successive generations (between the Métis Root Ancestor and his Descendants,
this documented presence spanned almost 90 years).

This Verified Métis Family Line continues to have an ongoing presence within this Métis
Community today with many MNO citizens ancestrally connecting to the identified Métis Root
Ancestors.

3 Background on Verified Métis Family Line

Forebearers Charles Begg and Catherine Spence were married in Red River in 1844.3 They had nine known
children, the Root Ancestors of this Verified Métis Family Line: Duncan Finlayson, Margaret, Charles,
Catherine, John George, Robert James, William Charles, James R., and Mary Ann. By 1873, both Duncan
Finlayson and Margaret had settled in North West Angle, Lake of the Woods: Duncan’s daughter June was
born there in 1872,* and Margaret’s daughter Jessie in 1873.° In 1879, Duncan was put in charge of the
Hudson’s Bay Company’s White Dog Post at Lac La Pluie.®

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5 Relevant References in Historic Record

Charles Begg and Catherine Spence (Forebearers). Charles was born in the Orkney Islands of Scotland in
1814 and immigrated to Canada before 1831.7 He worked for the Hudson Bay Company (HBC) as a laborer
and middleman in the Northern Department and Red River.® In 1844 in Red River Settlement, Manitoba,
he married Catherine Spence, a Documented Métis. Their marriage was witnessed by Thomas Truthwaite
of the Vincent-Renton Verified Métis Family Line (FL3020).° Catherine and Charles had nine known
children between 1847 and 1871: Duncan Finlayson, Margaret, Charles, Catherine, John George, Robert
James, William Charles, James R., and Mary Ann.®

Charles and Catherine were enumerated in the 1870 Census of Manitoba in St. Clements, where
Catherine’s ethnicity (and the ethnicity of her children Margaret, Catherine, Charles, John, Robert and
Duncan) was recorded as “Métis Anglais.”*! In 1873, Catherine acted as an interpreter during the
negotiations and signing of Treaty 3 in North West Angle, Lake of the Woods, Ontario.'? She received
Manitoba Scrip-Heads of Families.!* Catherine and Charles were enumerated in the Census of Canada at
St. Andrews, Manitoba in 1881,'4 1891, and 1901.%¢ In 1901, Catherine was enumerated as “S.B.” (Scotch
breed). Charles died in 1902,8 and Catherine remained in Manitoba until at least 1911.%°

Duncan Finlayson Begg (Métis Root Ancestor). Duncan, a Documented Métis, was born around 1847.%
He began working for the HBC in Moose Factory in 1860, as an apprentice blacksmith.?! In 1865, he

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married Jane Boulton,?? a Documented Métis and the daughter of two “Halfbreeds.”?* They were both
enumerated in the 1870 Census of Manitoba at St. Clements as “Métis Anglais.”?* Jane and Duncan had
nine known children between 1867 and 1893: William C., James Rutherford, June, Mary, John Robert,
Edward Charles, Flora, Jessie C., and Julia.?® Their daughter June was born in North West Angle, Lake of
the Woods in 1872.2°

In 1873, Duncan acted as an interpreter during the negotiations and signing of Treaty 3 in North West
Angle.?” In 1876, he became an interpreter at the HBC’s White Dog Post in Lac La Pluie, and also served as
Postmaster there from 1881 to 1886.28 His family was enumerated in the Census of Canada in Keewatin
in 1881, where they lived in close proximity to the family of John Henry Lyons and Rosette Jourdain of the
Chatelaine Verified Métis Family Line (FL1004).2° After working as a “freeman” from 1886 to 1890, Duncan
took charge of the HBC post at North West Angle in 1890.% His family was enumerated in Rainy River in
the 1891 Census of Canada, where they lived near the family of George Sinclair, Root Ancestor of the
Sinclair-Swain Verified Métis Family Line (FL1019).3! Duncan was also a commercial fisherman, and paid
for a license to fish on Lake of the Woods in at least 1893 and 1894.%2

Both Duncan and Jane claimed Manitoba Scrip-Métis Heads of Families in Selkirk, Manitoba in 1875, at
which time Duncan identified his mother Catherine Spence as a “Halfbreed.”* Their children Mary, John
Robert, Flora and Jessie identified them as “Hbd” (Halfbreed) in their 1901 scrip claims for Northwest
Halfbreeds Métis Scrip.3* Duncan spent a few years in Minnesota and Manitoba, but moved to Kenora in
1925.% He died in Kenora in 1940.%¢

Margaret Begg (Métis Root Ancestor). Margaret (sometimes Marguerite), a Documented Métis, was born
in 1849 in Rupert’s Land.?” She was enumerated as “Métis Anglais” in St. Clements in the 1870 Census of
Manitoba.3® She married George Mitchell*® and they had five known children: Jessie, Nellie, Frank, Miniota

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and William. Jessie and Nellie are known to have been born in North West Angle, Lake of the Woods.*
Jessie Mitchell married John Duncan McKenzie in Kenora in 1897.%41

In 1902, Margaret filed five separate claims for Northwest Halfbreeds Métis Scrip for her children Nellie,
Jessie, William, Miniota and Frank. In each, she listed her residence as Rat Portage and identified herself
as “Hbd” (Halfbreed).** Her childrens’ claims were denied due to their residency in Ontario.*® Margaret
herself, however, received Northwest Halfbreeds Metis Scrip.**

Charles Begg (Métis Root Ancestor). Charles, a Documented Métis, was born in 1850 in Rupert’s Land.*
He was enumerated as “Métis Anglais” in St. Clements in the 1870 Census of Manitoba.*® Charles received
Northwest Halfbreeds Métis Scrip.?

Catherine Begg (Métis Root Ancestor). Catherine, a Documented Métis, was born in 1853 in Rupert’s
Land.”® She was enumerated as “Métis Anglais” in St. Clements in the 1870 Census of Manitoba.*
Catherine received Northwest Halfbreeds Métis Scrip.*°

John George Begg (Métis Root Ancestor). John, a Documented Métis, was born around 1854 in Rupert’s
Land.>! He was enumerated as “Métis Anglais” in St. Clements in the 1870 Census of Manitoba.>? He and
Julia (sometimes Juliet) Sturgeon had seven known children between 1879 and 1898: Maria, Katherine
Ellen, Charles, Mary Ann, Adolphos Henry, Nunota, and Joseph W. Adolphos Henry and Nunota are known
to have been born in Kenora.>® In 1901, John filed three separate claims for Northwest Halfbreeds Métis
Scrip for his children Maria, Katherine Ellen and Charles. In each, he listed his residence as Rat Portage
and identified himself as a “Hbd” (Halfbreed).>* His claims for Maria and Ellen were disallowed “on account
of Maria as not proved [and] Ellen because she was born at Mapleton.”* John also received Manitoba
Land Grants-Children as the half-breed child of Catherine Spence.>®

John and five of his children (Maria, Charles, Mary Ann, Adolphos Henry, and Joseph) were enumerated
as “Scotch S. B.” (Scotch breed) in the 1901 Census of Canada at Rat Portage.>” Their neighbours were the
family of Jacob Linklater and Charlotte Muskego, the Root Ancestors of the Linklater-Muskego Verified

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Métis Family Line (FL1013). Julia Sturgeon died in 1906,°® and John married Annie Calder in Kenora in
1909.°°

Robert James Begg (Métis Root Ancestor). Robert, a Documented Métis, was born around 1860 in
Rupert’s Land.®® He was enumerated as “Métis Anglais” in St. Clements in the 1870 Census of Manitoba.®!
In the 1901 Census of Canada at St. Andrews, Manitoba, Robert was enumerated as “S. B.” (Scotch breed),
and four of his six known children (Mary A., Minouta, Euphemia and Jessie) were enumerated as “Scotch
B” (Scotch breed).5? Robert received Northwest Halfbreeds Métis Scrip.®3

James Rutherford Begg (son of Métis Root Ancestor). James, a Documented Métis, was the son of
Duncan Finlayson Begg and Jane Boulton. He was born in Mapleton, Manitoba (Selkirk) in 1869,% and in
1870, he was enumerated as “Métis Anglais” in the Census of Manitoba at St. Clements.® In 1891 in Rat
Portage, James married Jemima Muggaberg, a Documented Métis member of the Sinclair-Swain Verified
Métis Family Line (FL1019),% and they had eleven children in Kenora.®” James was enumerated as “S.B.”
(Scotch breed) in the 1901 Census of Canada at Rat Portage, and four of his children (Hattie, James,
Duncan and Thomas) were enumerated as “0.B.” (Other breed).®® The family lived in close proximity to
Thomas Lowe Loutit and his wife and children, of the Loutit Verified Métis Family Line (FL1015). James
and Jemima’s children Thomas, Marguerite, Dorothy, Wilfred, Isabel and Ada lived and raised families in
Kenora into the latter half of the twentieth century.®® James died in Kenora in 1959.7°

June Begg (daughter of Métis Root Ancestor). June, a Documented Métis, was born in 1872 in the North
West Angle, and died there in 1873.” Her father, Duncan Finlayson Begg, successfully applied for
Northwest Halfbreeds Métis Scrip on her behalf in 1901 in Winnipeg.”?

Mary Begg (daughter of Métis Root Ancestor). Mary, a Documented Métis, was the daughter of Duncan
Finlayson Begg and Jane Boulton. She was born in 1875 in Islington, near Kenora.”® She married Frank

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Clements in 1900, just across the border in Warroad, Minnesota (southwest of Lake of the Woods).”* Mary
successfully claimed Northwest Halfbreeds Métis Scrip in Winnipeg in 1901.7°

John Robert Begg (son of Métis Root Ancestor). John, a Documented Métis, was the son of Duncan
Finlayson Begg and Jane Boulton. He was born in 1876 in Islington, near Kenora and successfully claimed
Northwest Halfbreeds Métis Scrip in Winnipeg in 1901.7°

Edward Charles Begg (son of Métis Root Ancestor). Edward, a Documented Métis, was born in 1879 in
Islington, near Kenora, and died at Mapleton, Manitoba in 1896.77 His father, Duncan Finlayson Begg,
claimed Métis Scrip-Northwrst Halfbreeds on his behalf in 1901 in Winnipeg.”®

Flora Begg (daughter of Métis Root Ancestor). Flora, a Documented Métis, was the daughter of Duncan
Finlayson Begg and Jane Boulton, and was born in Islington in 1881.7° She successfully claimed Métis Scrip-
Northwrst Halfbreeds in Winnipeg in 1901.%° Flora married George Asmus in Warroad, Minnesota®, and
was enumerated as “Scotch (Breed)” in the 1921 Census of Canada for Prince Albert, Saskatchewan.®

Jessie C. Begg (daughter of Métis Root Ancestor). Jessie, a Documented Métis, was the daughter of
Duncan Finlayson Begg and Jane Boulton. She was born in Islington, near Kenora, in 1883.% Jessie
successfully claimed Métis Scrip-Northwrst Halfbreeds in Winnipeg in 1901.%*

Maria Begg (daughter of Métis Root Ancestor). The daughter of John George Begg and Julia Sturgeon,
Maria, a Documented Métis, was born in Eagles Nest, Manitoba in 1879.%8 In 1900 in Rat Portage, she
witnessed the marriage of John James Linklater, of the Linklater-Muskego Verified Métis Family Line
(FL1013).%6 She was enumerated as “Scotch S. B.” (Scotch breed) in the 1901 Census of Canada at Rat
Portage.®’

Katherine Ellen Begg (daughter of Métis Root Ancestor). Katherine Ellen (sometimes Hellen), a
Documented Métis, was born in Mapleton, Manitoba in 1882 and died in Rat Portage in 1888.88 Her father,
John George Begg, claimed Northwest Halfbreeds Métis Scrip on her behalf in 1901, but his claim was
denied.®

Charles Begg (son of Métis Root Ancestor). Charles, a Documented Meétis, was born in Eagles Nest in
1891.°° He was enumerated as “Scotch S. B.” (Scotch breed) in the 1901 Census of Canada at Rat Portage.®?

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Charles’s father, John George Begg, successfully claimed Métis Scrip-Northwrst Halfbreeds on his behalf
in 1901.%2 Charles died in Rainy River in 1902.%

Mary Ann Begg (daughter of Métis Root Ancestor). The daughter of John George Begg and Julia Sturgeon,
Mary Ann, a Documented Métis, was born in Manitoba in 1879.%* She was enumerated as “Scotch S. B.”
